1. RULES
The competition will be conducted according to the UIPM Modern Pentathlon Competition Rules.

In the 2009 YOG Qualification event, the athletes must have been born in 1992 (17 years old) and 
1993 (16 years old).
2 TRAINING AND INSTALLATIONS

The Organizing Committee will provide training facilities based upon demand and availability. 
· Shooting: Compressed or CO2 Air Pistols – Air and CO2 tanks will be found at the competition site. 
· Running: Will be organized near the riding area. The course will be on a mixed surface.
· Swimming: Will be a covered 50 meter pool with electronic and manual timing.
· Riding: Will take place at the Military Riding School. 

· Equipment Control: (Epees, fencing uniforms, riding headgear and pistols). Control will take place in the area of the competitions.
· Targets: There will be a minimum of 20-22 electronic or mechanical targets. (The Organizing Committee will confirm type at a later date.)
3 ECONOMIC SITUATION

Participants will have accommodations at the CENARD (National High Performance Sports Center) located in the city of Buenos Aires (site of the fencing and swimming events).

The following costs include accommodations, meals and transportation. 
There will be 5(five) nights in the CENARD – December 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 & 7.
The cost for accommodations and meals will be USD $50 (50 US Dollars) per day/per person.
Heads of delegations can stay at the Hotel Circulo Militar in the center of Buenos Aires at a cost of USD $60 per night/per person.
Lodging in Buenos Aires downtown Hotels.
For those who do not wish to stay at the CENARD, there is the option to stay at Hotels in the center of Buenos Aires. Cost per day for such accommodations:
· Single room: USD $100
· Double room: USD $160
· Triple room: USD $210
· Cost includes breakfast only.
· Reservations can be made directly on the Internet or by contacting the Organizing Committee.
Accreditation Fees will be USD $100 per participant.
This will include transportation from the Buenos Aires Airport (Ezeiza) to the CENARD or hotels. 
The total cost for lodging and meals must be received by the Organizing Committee on the day of arrival at the CENARD or hotel. Only US Dollars will be accepted. The Committee requests that US Dollars be obtained upon arrival at the Airport/Ezeiza.  
Initially only one official per delegation can be registered.
Delegations who wish to submit requests for additional officials, family members and friends, who would like to attend the events, should contact the Organizing Committee directly.
4 TRANSPORT

The Delegations will be picked up at the Buenos Aires International Airport (Ezeiza) and taken to the 
CENARD or Hotel.
The Delegation from Uruguay will be met at the Dock Station or local airport.
At the end of the competition, all teams will be picked up at their lodging and transported back to the appropriate ports of departure. 
5 SECURITY
In accordance with UIPM Rules, all participating members of the delegations must be insured in case of accidental injury or sickness. The Organizing Committee will not accept any financial or other responsibility, for any loss, injury or sickness of any delegation members (Rule 1.22, 1.22.4).  
The Organizing Committee will offer emergency medical attention on the field of play. 
6 VISA 
If the home country of your National Federation or Association requires a visa to enter Argentina, please contact the Embassy or Local Consulate to make corresponding arrangements. The FAPM can not intercede in visa affairs and their responsibilities are limited to sending out official invitations.

The following countries do not require visas for temporary visits to the Republic of Argentina: BRA, CAN, CHI, ECU, ESA, GUA, MEX, PAN, DOM, URU, USA, VEN.  
7 ACREDITATION

Available after arrival at the CENARD lodging.

We respectfully request that all athletes and officials wear their national uniforms at the Opening and Award Ceremonies.
All delegations must bring a CD of their National Anthems.
