POSITION TITLE:  Men’s Epee OTC Resident Coach
SUMMARY

The resident Men’s Epee coach will be responsible for ensuring that the Olympic Training Center (OTC) Fencing Resident Athletes reach optimal performance.  This includes psychological, nutritional, physiological and tactical/technical aspects of the sport of Fencing.  

ESSENTIAL FUNCTIONS
Functions include, but are not limited to the following:

1.  Coaching
· In collaboration with the Men’s Epee National Coach, develop a training plan with long, medium and short-term goals.

· In collaboration with the Men’s Epee National Coach, establish a training and competition calendar.

· In collaboration with the Men’s Epee National Coach, set up milestones and objectives with regard to the determined goals. These will serve as benchmarks and used to monitor progress. They should include physical fitness, mental and physical skills considered essential for high performance in the sport of fencing.  

· Design and conduct training sessions consistent with the determined goals.

· Give lessons consistent with the determined objectives.

· Integrate the use of technologies (video analysis, etc.) into the program.

· Coordinate the travel and logistics for resident team members going to international competitions.

· Attend competitions as directed by the National Coach.

2. Administration

· Report to the Men’s Epee National Coach.

· Communicate regularly with the Director of Sport Strategy & Development.

· Coordinate recruitment and retention of athletes qualifying for the program with the National Coach and the Director of Sport Strategy & Development.

· Serve as the liaison between the OTC fencing program and the OTC staff (communicating and scheduling training sessions, etc.)

· Serve as the liaison between the OTC fencing program and US Fencing.

· Be accountable for working within the specific budget of the program.

· Participate in the advisory committees as assigned.

· Coordinate the OTC fencing program with sport science, sport psychology, sport medicine, and the exercise science services.

· Organize and host fencing camps for the Men’s Epee program 

· To serve as point of contact / host for all National Team opportunities at the OTC.

· Provide the best environment for the hosted teams by taking care of logistics such as fixing strips, reservation of room and facilities, etc.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS:

· 5 years coaching experience at the elite level (International)
· Proven ability to develop and promote sport performance
· Knowledge of international competition 
· Ability to travel and work flexible/additional hours when necessary

· Ability to manage multiple projects

· Current US Fencing Individual Coaching Membership

· Willing to abide by and assist in the enforcement of the USOC and/or the USFA approved codes of conduct. 

· Agree to the standards of ethical behavior outlined in the USOC Coaching Ethics Code.
