SELECTION CRITERIA
DRAFT for POSTING

The following procedures set forth a clear path for an eligible athlete to qualify to attend the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour – Bochum Regatta and Nova Scotia International Regatta. The only way in which an athlete can qualify is through competing in the 2010 USA Canoe Kayak National Team Trials, April 24 & 25, 2010 in Chula Vista, CA as outlined throughout this document.
The goal of the Bochum-Nova Scotia Tour is to assist USA Canoe Kayak in fielding its most competitive team at the 2011 Jr. World Championships by providing an overseas international racing experience to our most exceptional junior athletes.  Consequently, athletes will be ranked in singles events only and athletes will be ranked according to age-specific time standards.  Up to 8 athletes who are ranked closest to their age-specific time standards will then be selected to the Tour, in order of their ranking.
A. Minimum eligibility requirements for an athlete to be considered for nomination to the 2010 European Tour — June 14th to June 20th — Bochum Regatta on June 18th – 20th and the Nova Scotia Tour – July 6th – 12th and the Nova Scotia International Regatta, July 10th & 11th.
1. Requirements:
· All athletes must have a valid individual or family membership and be in good financial standing with USA Canoe Kayak.
· Athletes must abide by selection criteria and USA Canoe Kayak Sprint Governance Committee Racing Rules, requirements and regulations. (All documents are available on the USA Canoe Kayak website www.usack.org )
· All athletes must meet eligibility rules to compete for the United States under USA Canoe Kayak and ICF governance. Only registered USA Canoe Kayak members who are qualified to compete for the United States in international competition according to current ICF rules and regulations are eligible to qualify to compete for Team USA. See www.usack.org and www.canoeicf.org 
2. Minimum age according to ICF standards for participation (if any):

· All athletes must meet the 2010 and/or 2011 ICF Junior age requirements for participation in the 2010 Bochum International Regatta Under 18 and/or Under 16 categories — born in the years 1992, 1993, 1994, 1995 and 1996.
3. Other requirements (if any):
· Based on their performance at the National Team Trials, April 24th & 25th, 2010, outlined below, athletes may be named to the 2010 European Tour June 14th to 20th as well as the Nova Scotia Tour July 6th – 12th.
· All named athletes will travel to Bochum, Germany and must arrive on the morning of June 15th. A mini preparation camp will take place June 15, 16, &17 to finalize entries for the Bochum Regatta June 18th to 20th.
· All named athletes will return to Lake Placid, NY on June 21st for a two week training camp at the Olympic Training Center until July 4th. All named athletes will compete as part of Team USA in the Lake Placid International Regatta on July 2nd & 3rd.

· All named athletes will spend two extra days at OTC LP - July 4th to 6th - fly from Montreal to Halifax on July 6th for a minicamp with Team Nova Scotia until July 9th.

· All named athletes will compete in the Nova Scotia International Regatta in Dartmouth, Nova Scotia, July 10th & 11th as Team USA 
· Named athletes are responsible for their flights to New York City for the departure on June 14th as well as their return flight home from Halifax, Nova Scotia on July 12th, 2010. 
· Nomination fee — all athletes named to the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour and associated camps/competitions must provide the USA Canoe Kayak National office, on or before June 1st, 2010, the nomination fee - TBA. This fee will be announced prior to the National Team Trials, April 24 & 25th pending budget review and financial assistance from USA Canoe Kayak potential sponsors/donor.
B.    Brief summary outlining how an athlete is selected:
· All potential Team USA members are to be selected through their performance at the National Team Trials, Chula Vista, CA. April 24th & 25th, 2010.

· At the National Team Trials, selection races will reflect the new racing format for 2011 Junior World Championships published by the ICF on their website December, 2009.
· See Section D2 for the selection events/races.
· An athlete’s nomination will be based on their performance in singles related to the 2010 National Development Program Minimum Time Standards (NDP MTS) — see Section D - 3 Minimum Time Standards.
C. Selection Event:
Event names, dates and location of all trials, events and/or camps to be used as part of the selection process:
· National Team Trials — April 24th & 25th, 2010 — Olympic Training Center, Chula Vista, CA
D. Comprehensive, step-by-step description of the method that explains how athletes will go through the selection process to become 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour nominees:
1. National Team Trials — April 24th & 25th , 2010 — OTC Chula Vista, CA
Singles: 
· All athletes will be ranked as a percentage of their appropriate age specific NDP MTS. 

· One ranking list** for each singles final event contested (see Section D2 for Events/Races).
· The athlete’s ranking is based on “age specific standards for their year of birth” – athlete’s year of birth 1992, 1993, 1994, 1995 – NOTE: 1996 uses the 1995 standard. 
· The 200m MTS uses only the Junior final year standard as insufficient data is available at this time internationally to determine time standards for the other age categories.

· Achieving the MTS indicates that the athlete has the potential to make an international final but does not guarantee selection to the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour.
· After the conclusion of all races a “final ranking” will be comprised by taking an athlete’s best percentage from the ranking list** from each event and ranked accordingly.
** Ranking List - are determined after each final event/race. An athlete is ranked based on their particular age and their time of finish as compared to their age specific minimum time standard. The athlete will use their “single” best time from each final event/race per distance to determine their final ranking.    

2.   Events/Races: 

· K1M & K1W /C1M 1000m  
· K1M & K1W & C1M 500m 
· K1M & K1W & C1 M/W  200m
3.     Minimum Time Standards:
· To assist coaches and athletes, in setting appropriate performance goals, the Sprint Selection Committee has incorporated the Sprint Coaches Association 2010 National Development Program Minimum Time Standards. 
· These MTS are an integral part of the selection process approved by the USA Canoe Kayak Sprint Selection Committee for the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour.

· An athlete who achieves the MTS demonstrates the potential to be in the finals of a major international competition but does not guarantee them a spot on the Tour.

4.  Maximum Number of Athletes: 
· The SSC will name up to eight athletes based on the order of their ranking for the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour.

5. Nominal Entries:
· Once the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour Team is named, the European/Nova Scotia Tour Team coaching staff will have the final discretion in naming the athlete/s for each event entered.
6. Exceptional Circumstances:
· There are no provisions for illness or injury in the selection process for the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour.
· If an athlete is ill or injured following the Trials event and is unable to train, travel or compete the SSC may, but is not required to name a replacement, where appropriate.
7. Ranking Lists: 

· Athletes will be ranked according to the NDP MTS in all men’s and women’s singles final events contested. The age specific NDP MTS will be applied in the ranking lists except in the case of the 200m where the one age applies.

F.  Procedures for the removal of athlete/s from the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour:
1.   An athlete who is named to the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour by the SSC may be removed from the nominations for any of the following reasons, as determined by the SSC.
· Voluntary withdrawal — Athlete must submit a written letter (email) to the USA Canoe Kayak National Development Director mac@usack.org 
· Injury or illness — Athlete must submit written letter (email) to the USA Canoe Kayak National Development Director accompanied by verification of their illness or injury by a physician mac@usack.org 
· Violation of USA Canoe Kayak Code of Conduct — an athlete who may be removed from the European Tour pursuant to this provision has the right to a hearing per the USA Canoe Kayak bylaws. The bylaws are available at www.usack.org USA Canoe Kayak bylaws, Article 9.
2.   After the Team is named, USA Canoe Kayak has jurisdiction over the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour under the USA Canoe Kayak Code of Conduct and Grievance Procedures.

G.    Required Documents:
· All athletes competing in the National team Trials, April 24th & 25th, 2010 will be required to complete a pre registration form and indicate in the appropriate section, whether or not they are competing for a spot on the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour.

· Athletes participating in the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour are to read, sign and abide by the USA Canoe Kayak Code of Conduct and Athlete Agreement in order to complete the nomination to Team USA. The USA Canoe Kayak Code of Conduct and Athlete Agreement forms will be provided to every athlete who is named to the Tour Team.
· Athletes must ensure that their passport is valid through the month of August, 2010. 
H. Publicity / Distribution of Procedures:
· The USA Canoe Kayak Selection Criteria in its Draft format will be posted on the USA Canoe Kayak website www.usack.org for public comment after review by the Sprint Selection Committee.
· The USA Canoe Kayak Selection Criteria will be posted/published by USA Canoe Kayak on the USA Canoe Kayak website www.usack.org following approval by the Sprint Governance Committee.
K.   Date of Team Notification:
· Athletes named to the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour Team will be contacted within 24 hours following the National Team Trials.

· Athletes will be contacted by the National Development Director and or a designated Sprint Selection Committee representative.
· Team USA for the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour Team will be posted on the USA Canoe Kayak website.
L.   Mandatory Training and/or Competition: 
All athletes named to the 2010 European/Nova Scotia Tour Team are to participate in all aspects of the program.
· All training sessions in Bochum, Germany June 15th – 17th, 2010.
· Bochum International Regatta June 18th – 20th, 2010.

· Lake Placid Junior Camp June 21st to July 6th — all testing including Fitdex (90” Bench Press / Bench Row; Max Chin Ups and 1200m Run as well as on the water time controls and seat assessments as prescribed by camp coaching staff.
· Lake Placid International, July 2nd & 3rd, 2010. 
· Nova Scotia Training Camp, July 6th to 9th 

· Nova Scotia Regatta, July 10th & 11th
