Team will travel to China Jan. 28 to Feb. 3 for an exhibition against
Guangdong Evergrande Women’s Volleyball Team of the Chinese
professional league. The Chinese team is coached by 2008 U.S. Women’s
Olympic Team Head Coach “Jenny” Lang Ping and includes U.S.
Women’s National Team players Nicole Davis (Stockton, Calif.) and
Christa Harmotto (Aliquippa, Pa.). The match is scheduled for 7:30 p.m.
on Feb. 2 at the new Guangzhou Gymnasium in Guangzhou. The match
will be aired on national television in China on CCTV, which is available
in some United States television markets. The match can also be viewed
online at http://sports.cntv.cn. An additional scrimmage may take place
against Evergrande prior to the scheduled match. The American roster,
led by U.S. Women’s National Team Head Coach Hugh McCutcheon
(Christchurch, New Zealand), includes Jill Collymore (Bellevue, Wash.),
Ellen Herman (Toledo, Ohio), Megan Hodge (Raleigh, N.C.), Heather
Hughes (Fallbrook, Calif.), Katie Kimmich (Lakeside, Calif.) and
Angie Pressey (Lake Mary, Fla.) as outside and opposite hitters. Middle
blockers on the trip will be Mekana Barnes (Highlands Ranch, Colo.),
Tracy Stalls (Denver) and Cheryl Weaver (Washington, D.C.). Setters are
Alisha Glass (Leland, Mich.) and Bryn Kehoe (North Bend, Ohio). Liberos traveling to China will be Jessica
Fine (Tarzana, Calif.) and Tamari Miyashiro (Kaneohe, Hawaii). All but Glass, Herman and Hodge are
currently training with the U.S. Women’s National Team in Anaheim. Glass and Hodge, who recently helped
Penn State win its third consecutive NCAA Division | Women’s Volleyball Championship last month, are
seniors at Penn State and working to complete their degree requirements. Likewise, Herman is still senior at
Ohio University. Collymore and Miyashiro finished their collegiate careers at the University of Washington
last month. The U.S. Women’s National Training Team took a trip to China in spring of 2008 with Lang Ping
leading a young group of American athletes playing against Chinese professional teams. The Chinese and
American National Volleyball Teams have a healthy rivalry dating back 30 years, and the upcoming Feb. 2
match celebrates those 30 years of diplomatic relations between the two countries.

REPUBLIC: Ogonna Nnamani (Bloomington, Ill.) and Kim Glass
(Lancaster, Pa.) continue to lead their Czech Republic professional team
Prostejov to a 16-0 start. Nnamani tallied seven points while starting the
first two sets in a 25-8, 25-13, 25-12 victory over Liberec on Jan. 23.

FOREFRONT: Kristin Richards (Orem, Utah), an outside hitter and 2008
U.S. Olympic Team alternate, and three-time U.S. Olympian Stacy Sykora
(Burleson, Texas) are playing in the Russia Super League with Omichka
in Omsk. Omichka defeated Indesit-Lipetsk 27-25, 25-11, 25-22 on Jan.
23 to improve to 10-2 on the season and is currently tied for first place
with Dinamo Moscow as both teams have 22 points (although Dinamo
Russia has played one less match). Omichka faces Zarechie-Odintsovo on
Jan. 27 in a match against the league’s third-place team. Omichka won the
first meeting against Odintsovo in a five-set match on Oct. 21. Richards
scored 11 points in the that match, and Sykora had yet to join the team.

FAWCETT SCORING IN RUSSIA: Nicole Fawcett (Zanesfield, Ohio), a U.S. Women’s National Team
player, continues to pay dividends for Dinamo-Yantar after joining the team in mid-season. She tallied 19
points with 17 kills on 49 attacks and two aces as Yantar topped Khabarovsk 26-24, 18-25, 25-21, 25-17 on
Jan. 23. Fawcett added 15 receptions with a 47 positive percent. Yantar, now 5-7 on the season with 17 points
for a tie for seventh place, continues league action on Jan. 27 against Leningradka.

LARSON HELPS DINAMO KAZAN TO WIN: Jordan Larson (Hooper, Neb.) is playing in her first
professional season of her career in the Russia Superliga with Dinamo Kazan. On Jan. 23, her squad lost to
Zarechie-Odintsovo 15-25, 25-27, 25-21, 25-19, 18-16. Statistics for the match are unavailable at this time.
Kazan falls to 5-7 on the season and is in a three-way tie for seventh tie with 17 points. Dinamo Kazan returns
to action on Jan. 27 against Avtodor-Metar.

DAVIS, HARMOTTO WITH LANG PING: Nicole Davis (Stockton,
Calif.), the libero on the 2008 U.S. Olympic Team that won the silver
medal, and Christa Harmotto (Aliquippa, Pa.) are playing for Guangdong
Evergrande Volleyball Club in the Chinese Professional League under the
direction of “Jenny” Lang Ping, who served as head coach for Team USA
at the 2008 Olympic Games. Evergrande finished its regular season with
a 12-0 record after sweeping Shandong Women’s Volleyball Club 25-
19, 25-21, 25-19 on Jan. 26. Shadong was the second-place team in the
final standings with a 9-3 record. In its second to last match, Evergrande
topped Wuhan Institute of Women’s Volleyball Club 25-10, 25-10, 25-14
on Jan. 18. Harmotto totaled nine points in the victory with seven Kills and two blocks. Davis helped the
offense to a total of 47 kills with her back-row defense. Harmotto now has 125 points while playing in 10 of
the 11 matches. Evergrande has secured a place in next year’s Chinese League A Division after clinching the
Division B 2009-2010 title. Established in 2009, the Evergrande team is the first of its kind in the Anta China
Women’s Volleyball League as it is the only non-provincial/city-run team. Despite being in the B Division
of the league, the squad has received unprecedented media coverage as Central Chinese Television (CCTV)
has rebroadcast all of the team’s home matches. League action concludes on Jan. 26, just in time to reunite
with members of the U.S. Women’s National Training Team. Team USA travels to China to train and face
Evergrande in a Feb. 2 exhibition match in Guangzhou. Davis was part of a similar U.S. training trip to China
in the spring of 2008 prior to the Olympic Games in Beijing.

International Volleyball Fact Sheet

Introduction: Volleyball has major international competitions
every year and, at its highest level, is a physically demand-

ing sport played by some of the world’s most elite athletes. Of
course, volleyball is also a popular recreational activity enjoyed
by more than 38 million persons in the United States (more than
any team sport but basketball) and more than 800 million persons
globally, making it the world’s most popular participant sport.
This fact sheet is designed to provide more understanding about
international volleyball and its major competitions, including the
Olympic Games.

International Governing Body: The international governing
body for volleyball is the Federation Internationale de Volleyball
(FIVB), headquartered in Lausanne, Switzerland. The FIVB is
the world’s largest sports federation, with more than 200 member
nations. Under the direction of its president, Dr. Ruben Acosta
of Mexico, the FIVB oversees the administration of volleyball
throughout the world and is responsible for producing several
major events, including the Olympic Games, World Champion-
ships, World Cup, World League and World Grand Prix.

National Governing Body: The national governing body (NGB)
for volleyball in the United States is USA Volleyball, formerly
known as the United States Volleyball Association. Founded in
1928, USA Volleyball is responsible for the administration of all
forms of volleyball in the United States, including producing the
annual USA Open Volleyball Championships, Junior Olympic
Championships and the USA Outdoor National Championships.
As mandated by the 1978 Amateur Sports Act, USA Volleyball
is responsible to the U.S. Olympic Committee (USOC) and the
FIVB for training and nominating the teams which represent the
United States in the Olympic Games and other important volley-
ball competitions worldwide.

Major Competitions: The four major events on the international
volleyball calendar are the Olympic Games (men and women, in-
door and beach), World Championships (men and women, indoor
and beach), World Cup (men and women, indoor), World League
(men, indoor) and World Grand Prix (women, indoor). All events
are conducted quadrennially, with the exceptions of the annual
World League/Grand Prix and the biennial Beach World Champi-
onships.

World Rankings: Following the decision of the FIVB Board
of Administration, a new system of point attribution based on a
new scale has been implemented for the FIVB World Ranking of
Volleyball National Teams. The following competitions are now
included:

. Senior World Championships included for four years
- 25 percent reduction each year. Points are also granted for the
qualification matches, to the best non-qualified teams.

. Olympic Games included for four years - 25 percent
reduction each year. Points are also granted for the qualification
matches, to the best non-qualified teams.

. World Cup included for two years - 50 percent reduction

the second year.

. Senior Continental Championships included for two
years - 50 percent reduction the second year; points are also
granted for the qualification matches to the best non-qualified

teams.

. Men’s World League / Women’s World Grand Prix

included for one year.

World Championships: The World Championships are held
every four years in the second year after the Olympics. The site,
usually separate for the men’s and women’s competitions, is
determined by the FIVVB based on bids received from interested
cities. The 24 berths for the men and women are gained in the
following manner (2006 information is provided in parenthesis
where available):

. Host country
. Defending World Champions
. FIVB determined the appropriate number of qualifica-

tion spots for each continent/zone based on performance at the
2002 World Championships and the number of teams registered
for the 2006 World Championships. Each continent/zone played
a World Championships Qualification Tournament in early 2002.

World Cup: The World Cup is held every four years, in the year
prior to the Olympic Games. Though originally held at various
sites, it has been hosted by Japan since 1977. Prior to 1991, the
World Cup took place in the year immediately following the
Olympics. The 12 berths in the World Cup for men and women
are gained in the following manner:

. Host country (Japan- Men and Women)
. Defending World Cup champion

. Winners of the five zone championships

. The highest-placed team (of each zone) not qualified for
the Olympic Games in accordance with the ranking of the zone
championships.
