FAQ For Individual Online Registration 

• How do I register for Summer Nationals? 
 
Click on the link for your US Fencing Hang A Star profile or click on the link on the website – www.usfencing.org 
 
Make sure that your Hang A Star Membership Account has been activated! If you have not activated this account, 
please email info@usfencing.org to obtain a temporary password to log into your US Fencing Membership 
account/profile. You will then be able to change the password and register for Summer Nationals. 
 

 
 
Select “REGISTER NOW’ for the appropriate Summer Nationals tournament (Championships, Individuals entering TEAM 
only, Youth 10/12).  Team Registration coming soon.

Check the box indicating you have read and accept the Waiver 
Enter your full name in the box that indicates “enter initials”  
Select “NEXT” 

 
 
Pay the amount indicated with a credit card (the online system only takes credit cards).  Click “FINISH” 

 
 
 
 
Print out the confirmation and the tournament Athlete Information/Day Schedule.  A Confirmation email will also be 
sent.

• Once I have completed the online registration for Summer Nationals, am I guaranteed to be approved for each event 
I entered for the tournament? 
  
Your entry will be pending until the US Fencing National Office has checked your Division/Section qualifying forms 
and/or the automatic/petition lists to determine if you have qualified for your events. Once we have cleared the entry, 
your name will appear as confirmed on your Membership Profile in Hang A Star, under “Registration Status”. In 
addition, there will continue to be a Confirmed Entrant list on the US Fencing website that is updated weekly beginning 
May 7, 2010.

• I don’t want to use the Hang A Star online registration. Can I mail, fax or email my entry? 
  
Yes, you can still mail, fax or email your entry however we are only providing email confirmations so please make sure 
you have your email address on your confirmation form. To email your entry, please send it to either 
amanda.noble@usfencing.org or a.arias@usfencing.org .

• The Hang A Star site will not allow me to register. Who should I contact to get assistance? 
 
If you meet the age/classification criteria and the site still will not let you register, you may need to become a member 
or renew your membership. The system will not let you register unless you are a current member and you have 
activated your Hang A Star Membership Profile. 
  
If you do not meet the age or classification criteria for the event you want to enter because your classification has 
changed since the Qualifier and you no longer meet the classification criteria or you are on the next younger point 
standings but qualified for the older age event at the Qualifier,  your entry must be submitted by mail, fax or email to 
either amanda.noble@usfencing.org or a.arias@usfencing.org. The US Fencing National Office will process your entry 
by hand and determine if you meet the event criteria based on the point standings or determine if you met the event 
criteria when you fenced in the qualifier.
