Waivers:


On race day, all competitors will need to sign ACA Waivers.  If possible, please have competitors read, fill out (but do not sign), and bring the waiver to the racer’s meeting.  If a competitor is under 18 years of age, they will need to fill out a minor waiver ahead of time and bring it with them to the race. Required Equipment:


All competitors must wear a properly fitted U.S. Coast Guard approved lifejacket (PFD) and a helmet.  All schools must provide their own boats.  All canoes and kayaks must have flotation.  





Shuttles: 


All schools are ultimately responsible for their own transportation from the race start (put in) to the finish line (take out).  The Dillsboro River Company will be providing a van and trailer to assist schools. 





Practice Runs:


There will be no practice runs on race days. 





Class Maximums:


A school can enter a maximum of three competitors in any individual class and a maximum of three relay teams to be counted for points.  Additional entries from a school in a class will be exhibition only.  An individual can compete in a maximum of two individual classes on Saturday, if time allows.
