We
ask that you properly train for this competition prior to the event to be prepared and in top physical shape.

A big thank you to Michael Cintas of Equestrian Centers International Inc. for allowing us to use his facility,
providing horses and coaching. Michael is also the riding coach for the US Olympic Pentathlon Team.

Food: We are providing a light breakfast (yogurt and bagels) and lunch for the competitors and volunteers.
We will also have plenty of water to keep the athletes hydrated. Please bring your own healthy snacks.
Wed. Dec. 31st will be a New Year's Eve family, friends and pentathletes BBQ to bring in the New Year
hosted by ECI, Inc./Michael Cintas and Regency Park Events/Peter Solomon. Athletes and volunteers are
free, additional tickets will be $25 each.

Shooting Phase

Shooting for the training camp and competition will be at the new pavilion at ECI. For the competition,
please arrive 15 minutes before your shoot time to collect your air pistol. Fill the pistol with air or CO2 before
you turn it in. Do not open your gun case until you are on the line. If you are late, you may still shoot but you
may not make up any missed shots. Divisions D and E may have a loader but no coaching.

Fencing Phase
Fencing will be at the new pavilion at ECI. There will be an equipment rental fee if the athletes don’t have
everything they need. Please let us know ahead of time what you need.

Swimming Phase
The swimming phase will be at Palm Springs pool. Directions are enclosed. Please note that the camp
swimming lessons will be at Palm Desert High School. Directions are enclosed.

Lunch Break
We will take a lunch break at ECI.

Riding Phase

Riding will be at ECI. Juniors, Seniors and Masters will be the only ones to ride in the competition. Each
rider will get a 20-minute warm-up and five practice jumps. After your horse refuses a jump twice, you must
proceed to the next jump. The height will be 3'3-3'6".

Running Phase
Running is also at the new ECI track following the ride. Please note that the training camp running lessons
will be at Palm Desert High School. Directions are enclosed.

Dress Codes (No tank tops, bare midriffs, halters, jeans or pajamas at any time!)

e Shooting: Khaki shorts or slacks, polo shirts with name on back and flat shoes with no ankle
support. Riding boots are not acceptable.

e Fencing: Must have fencing jacket, britches, mask, two epees, body cords, socks, glove & shoes.
Swimming: Swimwear must be a non-suggestive one-piece racing suit for girls. No bikinis, please.
Boys no street shorts. Goggles and swim cap.

¢ Riding: The uniform is formal show jumping attire, belt, tall boots, hard hat required, stick not longer
than 28 inches, spurs not longer than 1 inch.
