- Emerging Standard:

0 Must be internationally or nationally classified
Must be a USAS member and have an International (IPC) license
Must have achieved IPC MQS equivalent score (see attached scores table)
Athletes must meet all the above requirements to be eligible for selection by
USAS to national team events.
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- Military Standard:
0 Must be either internationally or nationally classified OR undergo international or
national classification within 6 (six) months of posting a qualifying performance
0 Must be a member of USA Shooting
o0 Must have achieved the Military Program Qualification Score (see attached scores
table)
