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EARLY DEADLINE NOTES 
 

 

An early deadline  has been established for new tournaments or those traditionally liable for not attracting 
the minimum number of teams.  This has been done to minimize team and player liability for potential 
financial loss due to industry requirements for flight and hotel accommodations.  The following criteria will 
apply: 
 

1. If five or more teams register by the early deadline, a National Championship Tournament will be 
declared and the registration will remain open until the final deadline in an attempt to attract more 
teams. 

 
2. If only four (4) teams register by the early deadline in qualifying tournaments, each team will be 

contacted to ascertain if they want to compete in a 4-team tournament without the designation of 
national champion, team /individual awards and recognition.  Unanimous consent of all four teams to 
these conditions is required before competition will be implemented.   

 
3. The only tournaments with this early deadline are Open, Co-Ed Regular BB/B, Co-Ed Reverse BB/B, 

Men’s & Women’s 65, Men’s & Women’s 70 and Men’s 75.
