AIBA Testing Eligibility - 2009
We are happy to announce that we will be conducting AIBA (Association Internationale De Boxe Amateure) Testing at this year’s US National Championships, at the Denver Coliseum in Denver, CO on June 8th – 13th, 2009. This year we will be testing in the following categories: Continental (Men & Women), International (Men & Women), and International Maintenance.

Continental Testing:  The exact number of men’s & women’s openings will be determined as we get closer to the tournament dates.  At this time there are several known openings. Only National (Level 3) officials are eligible to test for nomination for advancement to Bureau of America’s (Continental) status.  To test, a candidate must meet the following criteria:

1. The candidate must have been registered with USA Boxing as both a referee and judge for not less than 5 years.  Registration numbers must be submitted for verification purposes.

2. The candidate must submit an Application for AIBA Testing with a fee of a $150.00 money order payable to USA Boxing, Inc; along with a resume of boxing experience.
3. The candidate must list in his/her boxing resume, a minimum of four (4) years of national qualifying boxing tournaments he/she has successfully participated as a referee/judge. Qualifying national tournaments are: U.S. Championships: Men’s, Women’s, J.O., U-19, and Golden Gloves, PAL, NCBA, and Silver Gloves.  

4. Candidates will need to provide proof of National Events and LBC activity via their Officials Passbooks (Copies of Passbook entries will be acceptable).

5. Candidates must be a Level 3 Official (substantiated by the official’s database).

6. Candidates must have a letter of recommendation from their LBC President and/or LBC Chief of Officials.

7. Candidates must be at least 18 years of age to test.  There is no age limitation.

8. Per AIBA rule 8.2.1, persons who referee and/or judge in professional boxing matches are ineligible to test for any AIBA Referee & Judge or Judge position.

9. Only those candidates receiving written invitation from the Officials Task Force will be allowed to test. Invitations will be based on whether the official meets all testing/eligibility requirements.  No official will be denied the right to test if he/she meets all testing/ eligibility requirements.

10. Per AIBA rule 8.3.9, a successful candidate must pass a medical exam required by AIBA within 6 months of selection to AIBA in order to be listed as an active AIBA official.  Failure to pass this medical exam and submit required documentation, in a timely manner, will forfeit their position as an AIBA official.  

11. In order to be eligible to test, a candidate’s completed package must be received by Enrique Orci, 743 W. Nebraska St., Tucson, AZ 85707 prior to April 15, 2009.

International Testing:  Only Continental R/J/s are eligible to test for an International position, according to AIBA rules, as follows:
1. He/she shall be presented by his/her National Association and recommended by the respective Continental Bureau.

2. He/she must have been on the list of the Continental Association for at least two years and successfully officiated as a Continental Referee and Judge.

3. Must have in his/her possession the completed AIBA Medical Commission’s Certificate of Examination signed by his/her National Association’s Medical Officer certifying his/her physical fitness to officiate as a Referee and/or Judge.  Prohibited conditions are referred to in the Medical handbook.

4. Not more than twelve (12) members of any one Association may figure on the list at one and the same time (USA boxing is maintaining this limit on officials).

5. Should be accompanied by a full citation of past experience, as well as his appointments over the preceding two years of his nomination.

6. Shall speak well one of the officials AIBA languages.

International Maintenance:  Per AIBA rule 8.3.7, current International AIBA’s are required to re-qualify with a maintenance exam/test every four years.  If your last exam/test was over 3 years ago you should retest at this time.  Your submission of a $150.00 money order payable to USA Boxing to Enrique Orci prior to April 15th, 2009 will confirm your slot for testing.  

AIBA Examination Weights:  Testing for both the Continental and International lists shall consist of the following categories and weighted accordingly:

1. Refereeing –50%

2. Judging------30%

3. Written------10%

4. Oral----------10%

Study Materials:  All officials testing for AIBA are encouraged to obtain the current AIBA rulebook for study purposes.  Rulebooks may be downloaded from the AIBA website at www.AIBA.net as well as a copy of an exam for studying purposes.
